It comes as no
surprise then that Amsterdam is so popular with gay visitors. Historically, Amsterdam has

always had a relaxed and tolerant approach to alter  native lifestyles. A favourite expression is,
‘Vrijheid is voor geen geld te koop’ (freedom canno  t be bought). Because the gay lifeis
concentrated mainly in the centre of the city, most gay bars, sauna’s, shops and other attractions
are all within walking distance of each other. Of a |l the millions of foreign visitors that visit
Amsterdam each year, hundreds of thousands come spe cifically to visit the many gay attractions
that Amsterdam has to offer.

15™ Amsterdam Gay Pride throws a party: ~ Celebrate!

Celebrate is the theme of the Amsterdam Gay Pride 2010, taking place from August 1st through August
8th 2010. The Amsterdam Gay Pride will be hosted for the 15th time this year and a celebration is
definitely in place. This year, the
Amsterdam Gay Pride will be more
international than ever before. Gays
and heterosexuals from every region,
every age, each (religious)
background and culture will come
together to celebrate the contribution
of the gay and lesbian community to
society. Special focus will be directed
toward the increasingly more difficult
situation for gays in Africa during the
African Pride. The role of Europe as
the instigator of European HLBT rights
will play a central role during the
Europe Pride as part of the
Amsterdam Gay Pride 2010.

During the Pride various sport, cultural
and festive events will be organized.
As in prior years, the highlight of the Pride will yet again be the boat parade that takes place on August
7th and is expected to appeal to around half a million visitors. What started fifteen years ago with just a
few boats has evolved into the second largest event in Amsterdam. Around 80 mainly extravagant boats
will sail on the Prinsengracht. Last year a staggering 550.000 spectators lined up alongside the banks of
the canal and the River Amstel.

The Amsterdam Gay Pride offers many festivities such as street parties, sporting competitions and a film
festival. The street parties take place mainly on the Amstel (in between the Muntplein and the
Halvemaansteeg) , Reguliersdwarsstraat, Zeedijk and in the area around the Westermarkt.
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On Sunday August 8th, starting at 2pm, the exciting closing ceremony will take place near the City Hall
and the Muziektheater with performances by popular artists and an information market For additional

Festive 15™ Canal Parade expects over 500.000 visitors

The highlight of the Amsterdam Gay Pride will yet again be the Canal
Parade that takes place on Saturday August 7th and is expected to
appeal over half a million visitors. It is the only Gay Parade in the World
that takes place on the water, with spectators standing on the bridges,
on boats and alongside the canals. The maximum number of 80 boats
and barges participate in this Celebrate Parade. The Canal Parade
starts at 2 pm in the Westerdok and sails via Prinsengracht and river
Amstel along the Town Hall/Muziektheater to the Oosterdok.

Mr Gay Netherlands Final 2010 at Rembrandtplein dur  ing Gay Pride

This year, the fourth Mister Gay Netherlands election will take place during the Amsterdam Gay Pride on
Friday night August 6th 2010. The final will take place on the main stage at the Rembrandtplein. In the
final, twelve finalists will compete for the title Mr Gay Netherlands 2010. The candidates include a couple
of models, a Palestinian boy and two religious candidates (Jewish and Christian). The twelve finalists
make up a diverse team with substance, attractiveness and charisma. The youngest candidate is 18
years old, the oldest is 42. The winner will be determined by both online voting and an expert jury. This
year, the chairman of the jury will be Arie Boomsma, both a popular television maker and an advocate of
gay rights. “Homosexuality is very much related to identity. | cannot stand it when people, especially
young people, cannot be who they want to be”, is how ‘dream candidate’ Boomsma motivates his
decision to take place on the jury.

As the only African film festival, the Africa in the Picture festival devotes special attention to the love,
battle, glamour and sex of brave gays, lesbians, bisexuals and transsexuals in Africa and the Diaspora.
There is no other continent in the World where gays and lesbians
have such a hard time as in Africa. In countless countries
homosexuality is still a crime, punishable even with the death
penalty. And the circumstances are only getting worse. Even in a
country such as South-Africa where gay marriage is legal, gays
are exposed to danger on a daily basis.

ProGay-chairman Frank van Dalen visited a diversity meeting in
Amsterdam six months ago. ‘Here, a man from Uganda asked why
the Dutch government is so active in its propaganda of
homosexuality. Wasn't there a fear that if everyone was
encouraged to become a homosexual, the entire human race
would become extinct. And he also claimed that homosexuality
was a typical western trait. Africa has no homosexuals. He didn’t
know any gay or lesbian people there.’.

The Netherlands has developmental projects in many African
countries. But if people from Africa hold beliefs and images as
such, it is the duty of the Netherlands to direct more attention to the development of knowledge about
gays and lesbians in the countries involved.
